Family History Assignment

Many times we think that history comes only from textbooks.  However, all of us have been impacted by historical events even though we may not realize it at the time.  In this assignment, you are to investigate your own family background to discover which historical event had the most impact on your own family (examples: conditions in another country may have forced your family to immigrate to the United States, a death during war might have affected the family structure, the Great Depression might have created a financial situation where family members changed careers or moved, etc.)

Once you have determined which historical event you will cover, you are to write a short essay explaining the event itself (use the internet, books or any other sources for dates and specific details) and then explaining in more detail how this event specifically affected your family.  Be sure to document all sources, including your family information.  You should have a minimum of two sources listed on a works cited page including your family source.)
This paper should be a minimum of 1 1/2 pages typed (12 pt. font, double-spaced, standard margins.)  You need to proofread for spelling and grammar errors.  It is due at the start of class on Thursday, August 23.  Do your best work-not only will this essay help you understand history’s impact upon your family, it will also be used to determine areas of strength and weakness in your ability to communicate through writing.

Works Cited

We will be using the MLA format for citing our sources.  The works cited page should be on its own separate page.  Center the title Works Cited about one inch from the top of the page.  (Refer to the CCHS Library webpage for examples of commonly used citations.)
•ALPHABETIZING THE LIST  Alphabetize the works cited page by the last names of the authors (or editors); when a work has no author or editor, alphabetize it by the first word of the title other A, An or The.

•INDENTING AND LINE SPACING  Begin each entry at the left margin, and indent any additional lines one-half inch (or five spaces).  Single space each entry and double space between entries.
