TEACHING METHODS:  
A wide variety of teaching methods will be used in this class.  These methods may include lectures, videos, group activities, guided reading, simulations, projects (both group and individual), expository writing, class discussion, computer/text research, and exams.  This class will also work to establish key cognitive strategies.  These strategies are patterns of intellectual behavior that lead to the development of capabilities necessary for college-level work and include the following: intellectual openness, inquisitiveness, analysis, reasoning, argumentation, proof, interpretation, precision and accuracy, and problem solving.

ACADEMIC BEHAVIORS: 
This class will develop skills that will serve students at the post-secondary level.  These skills include time management, preparing for and taking examinations, utilizing resources, note-taking, and communicating with teachers and counselors.

MECHANICS TEST: 
On Friday August 25th, the school wide mechanics pre-test will be given to all freshmen. On Thursday December 7th, the school wide mechanics post-test will be given to all freshmen.  This will count for 10% of each student’s first semester grade in English.

ACADEMIC INTEGRITY:
Plagiarism/Cheating is copying or accepting another person’s work without acknowledging it, whether the work is published or unpublished, professional or amateur.  If a student uses another’s words, ideas, opinions, study and/or facts, including information from the Internet, it must be documented.  Paraphrasing another’s words is not enough to avoid plagiarism.  Any material (ideas or words) from another source must be documented.

· Student conference, including written statement

· Zero credit for the assignment

· The student’s name will be recorded and kept on file with the English/Social Studies department, and the student’s parents, counselor, dean and the department coordinator.

• 3rd offense:

· Same as above with the addition of disciplinary action from the student’s dean in the form of suspension
